With an index of 273, Farms have recorded
the largest increase in visitor admissions
since 1989, with growth accelerated over
the last fifteen years, following the foot and
mouth outbreak in 2001.

Visitor / Heritage Centres and Gardens have
also performed extremely well during this
period.
